And
Busch is expected to be challenged by the usual cast of characters, Carl Edwards, Jimmie Johnson at 7-1 odds and at 8-
1 odds are Dale Earnhardt Jr., and Tony Stewart. Denny Hamlin, also of Joe Gibbs Racing last year&rsquo;s winner at
Loudon is installed at 7-1 odds.     

There is no question that Busch is the guy to beat in this 2008 Sprint Cup racing season. Busch just won his fifth race of
the year by taking the Save-Mart 350 K road race at Infineon Raceway in Sonoma,  Calif., last week. Busch is currently
the Sprint Cup leader in points with 2,408 and money winnings, $3, 705, 938.
