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The Kansas State Wildcats and their recently fired Head Coach, Ron Prince, will square off against Big 12 North rival, the
Missouri Tigers this evening in Columbia, MO. The game is set to begin at 7:00pm ET, but it will not be televised. College
football betting odds at BetUS.com have the home Tigers listed as a big -27 favorite.
