The Pacific Life Holiday Bowl takes place this evening at 8:pm ET at Qualcomm Stadium in San Diego, California. The
Oregon Ducks and the Oklahoma State Cowboys will face other in this ESPN televised Big 12 versus Pac 10 showdown.
College football bowl predictions at Sportshook.com have the Cowboys listed as a -2.5 favorite.

Oregon had yet another terrific season under Head Coach Mike Bellotti, going 9-3 this year. The Ducks finished 7-2 in
Pac 10 play, losing only to USC and California, to finish second in the conference standings behind the Trojans. Oregon,
who concluded regular season action on a three game winning streak, is currently ranked 17th in the BCS heading into
this big bowl match-up.

The Ducks, led by sophomore quarterback Jeremiah Masoli, averaged 478.2 yards per game this year while posting 41.9
points per game. Senior running back Jeremiah Johnson rushed for 1082 yards (6.9 yards per carry) and 12 touchdowns.

Oklahoma State began the season by winning their first seven games and eventually marched their way to a 9-3 overall
record. Thanks to losses against Texas, Texas Tech, and Oklahoma, the Cowboys went 5-3 in conference play and
finished in fourth place in the Big 12 South. Oklahoma State is currently ranked 13th in both the AP Top 25 and the BCS
standings.

The Cowboys are an offensive powerhouse, producing 489.3 yards per game and 41.6 points per game this season.
They are loaded at all the skill positions with some of the nation's top offensive performers in quarterback Zac Robinson
(178 passer rating, 31 total touchdowns), running back Kendall Hunter (1518 rushing yards, 14 touchdowns), and
receiver Dez Bryant (1313 receiving yards, 18 touchdowns).
