The last January bowl game the Bearcats were in was the
International Bowl two seasons ago, where they won 27-24 but failed to cover as 7-point favorites. Virginia Tech, on the
other hand, is a BCS regular, most recently taking part in last year&rsquo;s Orange Bowl getting handed a SU and ATS
loss against Kansas with a 24-21 final.

The betting public likes Cincinnati in this one, but only marginally, as 57% of the College Football Bowl Game wagers at
Sportsbook.com are on the Bearcats.
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
