Stoops. "And you&rsquo;ve got to play well. If you turn the ball over or don&rsquo;t play well, you&rsquo;re not going to
win.&rdquo;

Bettors making the Sooners one of their BCS Title Game Predictions will need Heisman Trophy winning quarterback
Sam Bradford to play the game of his life on Thursday night. Like Tebow and Harvin, rumors have been circulating that
Bradford could be entering the NFL early if Oklahoma wins the National Championship. Point-Spreads.com believes all
three players would go in the first round of the NFL Draft and they all must decide their status by January 15th, 2009.

"At this point, | haven't put enough effort into that decision to give you an answer," Bradford said.
