Marquez showed incredible recuperative powers by beating the count
and regaining his legs to finish the round upright. 

Throughout the fight, Marquez had no answer for anything
Mayweather did. Mayweather boxed from the outside with a heavy pinpoint jab and unloaded blitzing rights and hooks
with perfect timing. Marquez tried to flurry on occasion but landed arguably 3 clean punches in 12 rounds. Marquez
gamely tried to the very end with a bloodied nose and puffy face but Mayweather counterpunched everything he threw
and smothered him on the inside. 

Mayweather&rsquo;s speed, defense, conditioning and boxing ability is unrivaled and he should be instilled as a 2-1
boxing betting favorite in a dream fight against Manny Pacquiao . After the fight Shane Mosley confronted Mayweather
and tension was high and a fight against Mosley should also favor Mayweather at a closer 8-5 margin. Final scores read 
120-107, 119-108 and 118-109 all for Mayweather. Mayweather improves to 40-0, 25 KO&rsquo;s. Marquez drops to 50-
5-1, 37 KO&rsquo;s.
