AZ (+550) vs Arsenal (-210)
Arsenal has won their last seven matches in all competitions. Arsenal has managed 22 shots on target to date, more
than any other team.

Barca have never suffered a home defeat to Russian opposition since the the 1992/93 season.

Eight matches and almost a year since Inter last won in the UEFA Champions League, a 1-0 victory over Anorthosis

Liverpool will be without striker Fernando Torres but midfielder Steven Gerrard is expected to be fit and ready. Liverpool
has lost their last three matches against Chelsea, Fiorentina and Sunderland.

Olympiacos (-135) vs Standard (+365)
Olympiacos FC have kept 10 clean sheets in 13 competitive fixtures this term.

Rangers (-135) vs Unirea Urziceni (+365)
FC Unirea Urziceni midfielder Ricardo Vilana has had the most fouls (11) committed against him in the UEFA Champions
League this season.

Stuttgart (+265) vs Sevilla (EVEN)
Match Day 3: Wed, Oct 21, 2009

CSKA Moskva (+300) vs Man. United (-110)

Manchester United FC have not won in the five times they have played Russian opposition. Their 2008 UEFA
Champions League final win over Chelsea FC in Moscow is their only competitive win in Russia. United are unbeaten in
13 away games in the UEFA Champions League. Wayne Rooney misses out with a calf strain and remained in England
along with Ryan Giggs, Patrice Evra, Ji-Sung Park and Darren Fletcher

Bordeaux (+155) vs Bayern (+155)
Bordeaux have not been defeated in 37 league games at the Stade Chaban-Delmas.

Chelsea (-330) vs Atlético (+800)
Chelsea FC are unbeaten at home in 19 games during the competition.

Juventus (-500) vs Maccabi Haifa (+1100)

Porto (-500) vs APOEL (+1200)

Real Madrid (-250) vs AC Milan (+650)

Both teams have won five UEFA Champions League matches against each other. Cristiano Ronaldo will sit out with an
injury. Andriy Shevchenko has scored 14 goals against Inter while at AC Milan.

Wolfsburg (-125) vs Be_ikta_(+700)

Be_ikta_ have lost their last four UEFA Champions League group-stage away fixtures and have lost all five of their past
encounters with Bundesliga sides.
